New Zealand

New Zealand is a modern, English-speaking country of similar
size to Japan and the United Kingdom but with a population of
only 3.7 million. It is famous throughout the world for its
friendly people, pleasant climate, clean air and scenic natural
beauty. New Zealand enjoys a high standard of housing, health
and education and warmly welcomes international students who
as well as receiving a quality education can enjoy the many
leisure, sporting and cultural activities available.

New Zealand Education

All students begin school in New Zealand in Year 1 at 5 years of
age. They have 8 years of Primary and Intermediate schooling
and attend secondary school for 5 years from Year 9 to Year 13.
Students take the National Examinations in Years 11 and 13.
They must pass the National Examination in Year 13 to gain
entry to University in New Zealand. Most degree courses at
University are for 3 or 4 years duration. Under the revised quota
programme students can select the school or University which
best suits their needs. The New Zealand school year is from
February to early-December with the long summer holiday in
December and January. Students can begin secondary school at
any time but University entry dates are normally February or
July.

English

Some schools and tertiary institutions will require students to
have an acceptable level of English but most schools are flexible.
ISSL will arrange a preparatory English Language course in New
Zealand to assist students to achieve the entry standard before

they commence school if this is required. Often this situation is
assessed following the student's arrival in New Zealand.

New Zealand Government Visa Policy

Until recently it has been difficult for Chinese students to obtain
visas to study in New Zealand due to NZ Government policies.
In 1997 the visa policy was changed and the Chinese student
quota programme introduced. This programme was initially for
400 students but from November 1998 up to 4000 Chinese
students can study in New Zealand annually under the quota
programme.

International Student Services
(N2Z) Ltd - ISSL

ISSL has been responsible for the placement and administration
of international students studying in New Zealand schools since
1990. ISSL employs specialised and trustworthy Chinese staff to
assist with its student requirements and is New Zealand’s
foremost Chinese student agency. ISSL administers almost half
of the Chinese secondary school students now approved to study
in New Zealand under the initial Government quota programme
and has been authorised to act in China for almost 100 of New
Zealand’s most famous schools, universities, English language
and tertiary institutions. ISSL enjoys a close working
relationship with the China Government
representatives and often hosts education
and Government delegation visits from
China. ISSL also assists with New Zealand
school marketing and the establishment of
sister-school and teacher and student
exchange programmes.




Application Process

1. Student to complete the enclosed application,

2. Fax the application to ISSL with a copy (Chinese is ok) of the
most recent school/examination report and teacher’s
comments.

3. ISSL will acknowledge receipt of the application and fax a
Contract for Service which provides details of likely fees and
information on ISSL services.

4.  On receipt by fax of the signed Contract for Service ISSL will
complete the school/course enrolment at the chosen school
or the school ISSL considers most able to meet the student
requirements and fax the student a copy of the Placement
Offer and final fee details (actual fees depend on the school).
A fee deposit may be required to secure the school place.

5. ISSL will then instruct and assist the student with the prompt
preparation of the Student Visa Application and lodge this
with the New Zealand Immigration Service Office in Beijing.
ISSL will liaise closely with the Immigration Office until the
visa application is decided.

6. Student to apply for Chinese Passport.

Following Visa Approval

1. ISSL will notify the student of the visa approval.

2. All fees due for school tuition, accommodation and ISSL
services must then be paid to ISSL in New Zealand

3. [Fee payment receipts and accommodation guarantees will
then be completed and forwarded to the Immigration Office
along with the student's passport.

4. Student Visa issued.

5. ISSL will advise student of suitable clothing and items to
bring.

6. Travel arrangements confirmed.
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ISSL staff introducing NZ school principal to student families in Beijing.
